*Do notrepair or replace any part of the washer unless you have been
specifically recommended in the user-repair instructions and you have
the knowledge and skills to make it.

*After the program is completed,please wait for two minutes to open the
door.

Operate Washing Machine

Ensure your machine is installed properly before use.

Before washing clothes for the first time, you must run a complete cycle
without clothes.

To do this:

1.Connect power source and water.

2.Put a little detergent(about 10g) into the drawer and close it.

3.Turn on the Power (D, turn the knob left/right to start the machine.
4._Turn the knob to be “Cotton”program.

5.Press the DIl (Start/Pause) button.

This will remove any water from the manufacturer’s test run remaining

in the machine.
m Sort clothes

Please read this recommendation carefully to avoid the troubles of
washing machine and damages of clothes.

1.Do not put clothes over load the rated capacity.
2.Sort the laundry by colour and by care label. Most
garments have a textile care label in the collar or

side seam.

3.Make sure all the pockets are empty, Foreign
objects (e.g. nails, coins, paper clips, etc.) can cause
damage to garments and components in the machine.
4.Close any zips, fasten hooks etc. before washing.
5.For clothes to be washed, they should be sorted
according to color. Dark clothes should not be washed
with light clothes especially.

6.Badly soiled areas, stains etc. should be pre-
treated with liquid detergent, stain removers etc.
7.Turn over the clothes which pill easily and is with
woolen surface before putting them into the machine.

(@ Start/Pause Button )

B Press this button in standby status, and you can start or pause
the washing machine. When the machine starts, the light on the
display screen flashes, but when the machine pauses, the light will
not flash.
B Press and hold the Power button for 3s to unlock the door lock,
and the Add Garment function can be used.
B Please note that if you want to use the Add Garment function
during the wash, it's not safe to open the door if the water level is high or
the temperature inside the drum is high.

(@ Cycle Display Area )
B This is the cycle display area.
B When the cycle is selected, the name icon of the cycle flashes. If
it's not selected, the name icon will always be lit up.

(@ Functional Button Area )

B This is the functional button display area.
B  When the function is selected, the corresponding parameters will

be shown in the display area.

(Wash, Rinse, Speed, Temp. )

B Press "Wash", "Rinse", "Speed", and "Temp." and the corresponding
parameters will be shown in the display area.

B  Wash: It can be adjusted continuously. Every time you press it,
the washing time shifts among default ~ maximum ~ minimum.
There will be no "main wash" step if the minimum washing time is
selected. This function is not available in some cycles.

B Rinse: It can be adjusted continuously. Every time you press it,
the rinsing times shifts among default ~ maximum, and each press
will increase one rinsing time. The minimum and maximum rinsing
times set in different cycles vary.

B Speed: It can be adjusted continuously. Every time you press it,
the speed shifts among 0 ~ maximum. The highest speed set in
different cycles varies.

B Temp.: It can be adjusted continuously. Every time you press it, the
temperature shifts among no heating (shown as "--")\20\30\40\60\95°C.
The highest temperature set in different cycles varies.

(Delay, Refresh )

B Press "Delay" and "Refresh", and the corresponding parameters
will be shown in the display area.
B Delay: The delay time refers to the period from the current time to

the time that the selected cycle ends.

For example, when you set the delay time as 3 hours, the
washing cycle will end in 3 hours. You can press the Delay button
continuously to set the delay time to 24 hours, or you can reselect
the cycle or press the Power button to restart the machine to
cancel the Delay function.

B Refresh: When you turn on this function, it will start automatically
after the end of the washing cycle to keep the clothes fresh. The
inner drum will be rotating forward and backward at a low speed
for 10 hours before ending the cycle automatically and turning off the
machine. During this process, you can press the Start/Pause
button or press and hold the Power button at any time to end the cycle.

(& Child Lock )

B When the machine is working, you can press and hold the "Temp."

and "Wash" buttons at the same time for 3s to turn on or off the
Child Lock function.
B Except for the Power button, all buttons are not available when

this function is turned on.
B When the cycle ends, the child lock will be unlocked automatically.

(@ Night wash , Stains )

B Night wash: In the standby state, after selecting the program, click the
night wash function, and all buzzes except the alarm will be cancelled
during the program running ;

B Stains: After selecting the program in the standby state, click on
the stain button to switch between oil stain- fruit stain (after
selecting fruit stain washing, the icon is steady on representing fruit
stain washing, click on stain washing again, the icon is blinking
representing blood stain washing) -Wine stain - Normal

Introduction to Washing Cycles

B For lightly soiled clothes, the washing time and performance of
each washing cycle can be well controlled. But for heavily soiled
clothes, you can reduce the wash load or select a cycle with a
longer operating time according to the actual condition.

B Some machine cycles are endowed with the Fabric Weight Sensing
function. When the Fabric Weight Sensing function is turned on,
the light on the display area flashes, and the time on the display
area stops. The machine will re-show the needed operation time
after weighing the fabric for 2-3 minutes.

B This washing machine is equipped with an Unbalanced Protection
function, which allows it to reposition and loose the clothes several times,
leading to longer laundry time, which is a normal condition.

detergent is abundant; when the washing finishes, if there is only one bar of
the light left, and it shows “00O00O" for the service time, it means the
detergentis running out, then you need to add the detergent.

m Before the washing, you can put the detergent in the detergent case, then
the machine will dispense the detergent according to the weight of the
clothes in the process of washing automatically.

m Please find the process table for further information of the default state for
this function.

Resume Function

® This machine has the resume function in case of power-down. If there is a
power failure or plug loose in the process of machine, the machine can
remember the working status and resume work when the power is restored.

Memory Function (not applicable in some models)

® This machine can remember the latest working process automatically.
When you turn on the machine again, the machine remembers the washing
process and the settings you made last time (it means the whole working
process of the latest washing will be selected by default when the machine
starts)

Cloth Weigh Awareness

® |n the beginning of the washing, the machine will estimate the weight of
the clothes and dispense the detergent automatically (on condition that
there is enough detergent in the case), then decide the amount of the water
accordingly to achieve the goal of saving water.

Unbalance Protection

m When the machine is ready to spin, The washer may take a few time to
balance clothes due to great unbalance.

m If clothes is still unbalance in the drum after that, the spinning speed can
be slow down to avoid great vibration.

m If clothes in drum is too less, the machine may not to spin due to the
unbalance protection, then you should add more clothes in the machine to
make it to spin.

Sprinkling (not applicable in some models)

® This machine adopts detergent auto dispensing technology; water will
flow out from the detergent case to delivery detergent into inner drum. It will
also spray water on the glass of observation window, which has better
effect of cleaning the foam and stains on the clothed and window. This will
make washing process cleaner and construct a high efficient, water-saved
and clean washing environment!

Drum lamp (not applicable in some models)

B At the beginning of the program, at the end of the program and at the
pause of the washing state, the lamp of the washing machine cylinder will
be lit. You can observe the situation of the clothes in the washing machine
and feel the fun of smart laundry.

Note: Due to the product model upgrade, the function configuration may be
different from this description, please take the actual model function as the
standard!

Maintenance

Proper maintenance on the washing machine can extend its work life.

Before your maintenance starts, please do pull out the power plug or
disconnect power and close the tap.

m Clean internal drum
The rusts left inside the drum by the metal articles shall be removed
immediately with chlorine-free detergents. Never use steel wool.

m Clean surface
